France: In addition to the national Ombudsman, appointed as the Independent Monitoring Framework (IMF) for the UN CRPD, there is a “Controller General for places of deprivation of liberty” who regularly inspects such places, issues reports after investigations of institutions, publishes thematic reports such as “involuntary psychiatric care and fundamental rights” or “restraint and seclusion in mental health institutions”, and issues recommendations. the Controller General can also be called on directly when the human rights of persons in detention are being violated.
