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For over 55 years, Mental Health Ireland has been working with volunteers and communities right across Ireland to promote positive mental health and to support people in recovery from mental health challenges. We recognise and value the work done within local communities by groups who make that special effort to improve mental health and wellbeing, create community connection and instill hope.

Who Can Apply?
Once-off grants can create certain opportunities but are not suited for all project types and other funding mechanisms are available for larger agencies. This Grant Scheme is only available to smaller Registered Charities, with an annual turnover of less than €2 million and is for a project with ‘once off’ expenditure and no recurring funding requirements. Applications can only be made through an online portal available here. Please read and follow the guidance notes carefully.

How To Apply?
Please make it clear which specific recommendation from the national policy and strategy that your proposal aims to advance and how it will impact positively within your area. We can only consider one application from each organisation so it’s important to submit a project that YOU feel best meets all of the criteria.
Many innovative solutions can be developed within local communities, and it is important that we share the learning and insights from these programmes. So, each successful applicant will be asked to submit a report on their work, which will be made publicly available on our website. This grant scheme can demonstrate how responsive local communities can be to local needs. All projects must be delivered and completed by December 31st 2022.

How the Grant is Awarded
From our work across Ireland, we know that we can expect many applications. While the funding of €1m is a substantial sum, it may not be possible to fund all applications. Each application will be rated against formal criteria agreed with the Department of Health. Grants awarded will be between €5,000 and €30,000. If your project is not selected, this is not a reflection of the quality of the proposal. Please make it clear which specific recommendation from the national policy and strategy that your proposal aims to advance and how it will impact positively within your area. We can only consider one application from each organisation so it’s important to submit a project that you feel best meets all of the criteria. Mental Health Ireland is committed to working in co-production and the Application Review Panel includes service providers, subject matter experts, people with lived experience and family members. For added transparency, the Application Review Panel also includes members independent of Mental Health Ireland. In keeping with the co-production ethos of Mental Health Ireland and Sharing the Vision, active inclusion of People with Lived Experience and Family Members will be a key requirement. We recognise that promoting and protecting mental health is rarely a solo pursuit, so inclusive applications developed with other organizations are particularly welcome. It is important that partner organisations are fully engaged in developing the proposal and consent to the same.
